C. Students who have completed, or are expected to complete, post-secondary education in Korea or in any other foreign
countries, or those recognized as having equivalent academic background based on relevant legislation.

5. Admission will be revoked if it is proven that the student has been accepted through forgery, deception, or other
actions of unlawfulness or dishonesty.

6. Admission will be cancelled if a visa is not issued from the Korean Government. All tuition will be refunded
excluding the admission fee.

7. Applicant’s name on the application form must be identical to that on the passport.

8. Applicants will be responsible for all disadvantages resulting from errors, omissions, or mistakes.
